RE:  IMPORTER SECURITY FILING INITIATIVE

With the passing of the new Importer Security Filing regulation (formerly called 10+2) on November 24, it is time to prepare for compliance to this law, which goes into effect on January 25, 2009 allowing a one year “implementation period”.   Under the law, importers must show an effort toward compliance during the implementation period or be subject to US Customs fines/penalties.  Worldwide Logistics Ltd. (WWL) has been at the forefront of this issue since 10+2 was first introduced approximately two (2) years ago.  It is and has been, our goal to insure that each and every one of our clients is prepared for this requirement with a minimum of cost and effort.  

We have made two (2) critical assumptions in terms of tackling the new regulation.  First, no two (2) importers are alike; therefore solutions must be “process driven” and unique to each client.  Second, solutions must be origin driven.  It is our strong opinion that addressing ISF from destination is a recipe for disaster, not accounting for the tight time frames between cargo readiness, vessel cutoffs and the attendant document preparation effort.  It also doesn’t account for time zone differences, which, in and of themselves, make destination driven solutions flawed.  

To address the fact that no two (2) importers are alike, we have prepared a questionnaire (attached) which, when completed, will allow us to start working with you on a customized process; some solutions to be purely manual and others to be EDI driven.   WWL has the resources to accommodate both.  To address the origin driven solution, we have deployed our system globally.  Our system, unlike many other forwarder systems, was already built at the “item” level as opposed to the “shipment level” therefore the system’s existing architecture lends itself to compliance without the re-engineering many of our competitors are faced with.  Additionally, global deployment is easily facilitated by the fact that the system is Internet based.  All required ISF security fields have already been built into the system.  

In addition to the aforementioned critical assumptions, we also firmly believe that solutions should be integrated with your customs broker.  We intend to place our system in the office of the customs broker, so that they can have, at minimum, full visibility and oversight on the ISF process.  Their exact role is to be determined collectively, when we sit together to develop YOUR customized solution.  Meeting the ISF requirements through an integrated approach, with both origin forwarder and customs broker, recognizes both timing requirements as well as compliance issues.  

Your WWL representative will be in contact with you to arrange a convenient time to visit you and assist you in completing the ISF Questionnaire.   Once completed, we will quickly revert with process recommendations.  We have prepared an implementation guideline, which will then be followed to “on board” you in terms of ISF.  We are ready to guide you in all facets of implementation and make this process painless.
